| t lidnage of the Year Time

At our next meeting, the last official meeting
of the 2007-08 year, we will find out which
image is the Image of the Year. Remember,
you can only submit images that have
previously been in competition this year. The
images cannot be modified in any way and
must be shown the same way they were
shown in their origina | competition.

There will be two categories in the
competition: General and Nature. If you
want to enter an image you submitted in an
assignment category, no problem, just decide
if it should be in the general or the nature
category.

Getting your images into the competition is
easy: Just email Karen Lund with the name of

the images you want to enter by midnight on
Friday March 14. You can choose a total of
five images. To help you Karen has already
sent you an email with the list of the images
you submitted during the year and the scores
they received from the judges at the time.

The images will all be evaluated by our
visiting judges before the meeting on Monday
so we can spend the meeting time enjoying
the images and hearing the critiques.

Nature or General?

As you are thinking about which images you
want to submit for Image of the Year, Bob
Chamberlain and Tom Kreulen offer these
category guidelines, based on the rules used
by the Detroit Camera Club . Because we will
also have a creative category n ext year, the
Creative rules are here, t00 :

Nature. The Nature category includes a ny
image that contains nature in all its forms,
including the many facets of Botany, Geology,
and Zoology. Those depicting cultivated
plants, domestic animals or pets, still -life
studies, mounted specimens, museum pieces
or groupings, or similar subjects are NOT
eligible. The presence of scientific bands on
wild animals is acceptable. Zoo shots and
Game Farm shots are eligible provided the
artificial habitat is not appar entin the
image. Photographs of artificially produced
hybrid plants or animals, mounted specimens,
or obviously set arrangements, are ineligible.
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Any i mage that 1incl
excluded from the Nature category. Hand of
man includes struct ures, paved or dirt roads,
writing, lights, poles, fences, wires, and
anything else that shows that man has been in
the area. Keep this in mind when taking
Nature shots and keep these items out of the
frame.

The photographer may perform enhancements
and modifications that improve the
presentation of the image that could have
been done at the time the image was taken
but that does not change the truth of the
original nature story. Any changes to your
image are acceptable as long as the change
could have resulted from a filter of some type
on the front of your lens.

to reversing a slide), straightening, keystone,
noise removal, dodging and burning, exposure
adjustment, color balance, color correction,
white balanc e, saturation, and sharpening,
OHDR6 (High Dynamic
acceptable modifications.

Adding elements to your images, combining
separate images or rearranging and/or cloning
elements in your image, removing major
elements from your image oth er than by
cropping, are not acceptable and will lead to
disqualification of your image

General. Any image except those images in
which a wild animal, bird or insect fills more
than one-third (1/3) of the frame and there

are no factors that prevent thati mage from
being accepted in the Nature category. Those
images that are NOT acceptable in the Nature
category may be acceptable as General
images.

As in the Nature category, t he photographer
may perform enhancements and modifications
that improve the pre sentation of the image
that could have been done at the time the
image was taken but that does not change the
truth of the original story.

Creative . (Anything Goes) Any image that
contains any subject, that is not eligible in
another category. This includes images where
all or part of the image is manipulated,
created, edited, fixed, duplicated, or
imported from another image. All the
components of the image must be original
work created by the photographer and all
manipulatio n must have been performed by
the¢ photogmpher.e x amp |l es of

As in Nature and General, cropping and
horizontal flipping (equivalent to reversing a
slide), straightening, keystone, noise removal,
dodging and burning, exposure adjustment,
color removal, adding one color, white

bal ance, saturation,
(High Dynamic Range), are examples of
acceptable modifications but i mages are not
limited to only these modifications.

Adding elements to your images combining
separate images or rearranging and/or cloning
elements in your image, removing major
elements from your image, are additional
examples of acceptable modifications.
